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Love is a life-long pursuit. The evidence of that claim are the popular online 
dating programs that are targeting the over 50 crowd today.  Children of all 
ages want to please their parents and receive their validation and love.  As 
they grow, young people continue to long for the love and support of their 
peers.   The restaurant industry appreciates that part of our social nature. 
“Wanna meet at Starbucks for a cup of coffee,”  “Have you got time for 
lunch today” or “Hey, there’s a few of us meeting for dinner at a restaurant 

tonight, why don’t you meet us there around 7?  These are common expressions that keep us engaged with 
each other.  It’s the way we tell someone they are loved. The month of February is noted for its popular ex-
changing of cards with special messages of love. It’s just another method we express our love.  You might 
even be wondering, “Where did that custom come from?”  
 
Church History tells us there are three individuals who were known by the name Valentine.  They had simi-
lar history in that all three were Christians who were martyred for not renouncing their faith.    
 
The first St. Valentine was a priest and physician in Rome. He along with St. Marius and his family comfort-
ed the martyrs during the persecution of Emperor Claudius II, the Goth. It was said that the emperor was 
having trouble keeping his young warriors focused on engaging in battles because they were falling in love.  
The Christian message wasn’t helping his cause.  Valentine was accused of promoting love by secretly 
marrying young Christian couples. Eventually, St. Valentine was arrested, condemned to death for his faith, 
beaten with clubs, and finally beheaded on Feb. 14, AD 270.  Another story surfaced regarding this Valen-
tine reporting that while he was in prison awaiting his execution, the daughter of the jailer showed kindness 
to him.  Before his death he wrote her a note and signed it, “Your Valentine.”  It’s possible that was the be-
ginning of the custom of exchanging Valentine cards on February 14. 
 
Assuming the authenticity of these stories based on the fact that the 
church has celebrated St. Valentine’s Day for nearly 17 centuries 
maybe we should look at the heart of Valentine’s faith, for that faith in 
the greatest Lover of mankind, was the driving force that gave Valen-
tine the power to put life on the line for love’s sake. If his story re-
minds us of anything, wouldn’t it be about Jesus Christ?  Remember 
what Jesus said?  “Greater love has no one than this, that someone 
lay down his life for his friends” (John 15:13). And that’s exactly what 
the Son of God did when He surrendered to the will of God the Fa-
ther and died for those He loved and came to save.   
  
I saw an online article about some young people at Lancaster Men-
nonite High School who were asked to write in a senior paper about 
their questions about and relationship with Jesus.  This is one re-
sponse by a young man named Paul:   
 
“This is a question that I always manage to tear up about when I an-
swer. I don’t wanna use all the traditional adjectives to describe him. 
Jesus is the one man who can look at me with love and when I am 
covered in the most dirt. He is willing to take me by the hand even 
when I turn away from him. Jesus is someone I cannot describe be-
cause there is nothing I know that I can compare him to. He takes 
care of me when I am depressed, crushed, lonely, or broken. When I stand before him all my shadows are 
seen. He is the one that never leaves my side. He is more than a friend, more than a father, he is my savior. 
I can’t comprehend his infinitely beautiful and perfect love.”  
 
It would be easy to feel not just a little jealous for someone who had found this unconditional and perfect 
love.  But the truth is, the One who loves him with this infinite love, also loves you!

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A Continuing Story 
The cycle of the church year 
continues as we draw closer 
and closer to the season of 
Lent.  It seems that we pas-
tors have barely enough time 
to catch our breath after 

Christmas before we begin to delve deep into the readings and bible series on 
Lent.  This year is no different for me, but the material we are covering is. 
This Lenten season we will go through a familiar story.  It is a story of love and 
loss, anger and joy, great deeds and small miracles, and ultimately about the 
love of a Father for His people.  If indeed you can’t guess it we will be journey-
ing through the Exodus.  Within Exodus we see the plan that God lays out to 
save His people.  He lays it all out in Exodus 6.  “Say therefore to the people of 
Israel, ‘I am the LORD, and I will bring you out of from under the burdens of the 
Egyptians, and I will deliver you from slavery to them, and I will redeem you with 
an outstretched arm and with great acts of judgement.  I will take you to be my 
people, and I will be your God, who has brought you out from under the burdens 
of the Egyptians. I will bring you into the land that I swore to give to Abraham, to 
Isaac, and to Jacob.  I will give it to you for a possession.  I am the LORD.’” 
God lays out the plan for His people within this declaration.  First, He will indeed 
save His people from their captivity.  He will avenge the wrongs done upon them 
because He has heard their lamentations.  Second, He will create a covenant 
with His people.  They will be His people and He will be their God.  Third, His 
people will know Him, and He will interact with them physically and guide them.  
Fourth, He will give to His people the Promised Land of their forefathers.   
Within this story we see God’s continued action toward His people.  It is a story 
that we all know well, having learned it since Sunday school and made visible to 
all through movies and other media.  However, this is a story that deserves re-
peating, because it continues even after it seemingly ended.  It continues 
through the Old Testament.  It continues through the New Testament.  It contin-
ues even till today.  So come, let us all reflect upon the story of Exodus.  Let us 
see the plan that God set forth for His people, which now includes us.  Let us 
explore and learn together the great love and compassion our LORD has for us.

By the mid-1700s, 
friends and sweet-
hearts exchanged 
heart-shaped trinkets 
or sent handwritten 
notes of affection on 
February 14.

Psalm 132:15 
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     It is no secret that God calls us to be generous with the gifts He 
has given us. Throughout the Bible, we read that just as God has 
generously given to us, so are we to give generously one to another. 
As Jesus said, “By this all people will know that you are my disciples, 
if you have love for one another” (John 13:35) and “Be merciful, even 
as your Father is merciful” (Luke 6:36).  

     But God also calls us to give to Him. And He, who does all things 
well, presses it into service for the benefit of all the people of God. 
See for example what God spoke to Moses on Mount Sinai, after he 

and the people were safely brought out of Egypt across the Red Sea on dry land: 

     The Lord said to Moses, “Speak to the people of Israel, that they take for me a contribution. From every 
man whose heart moves him you shall receive the contribution for me. And this is the contribution that you 
shall receive from them: gold, silver, and bronze, blue and purple and scarlet yarns and fine twined linen, 
goats' hair, tanned rams' skins, goatskins,[a] acacia wood, oil for the lamps, spices for the anointing oil and 
for the fragrant incense, onyx stones, and stones for setting, for the ephod and for the breastpiece. And let 
them make me a sanctuary, that I may dwell in their midst. Exactly as I show you 
concerning the pattern of the tabernacle, and of all its furniture, so you shall 
make it. (Ex. 25: 1-9) 

     Notice in verse two that the Lord instructs Moses to tell the Israelites to “take 
for me a contribution” and that from everyone motivated from gratitude for what 
God has just accomplished and given to them, Moses is to gather up “the contri-
bution for me.” 

     Pay attention, though, why the Lord wants the people of Israel to gather up 
these contributions for Him. God tells Moses precisely why: “let them make me a 
sanctuary, that I may dwell in their midst.” The purpose for the contribution of the 
Israelites was so that He may dwell with them, that He would live among them. 
Through the tabernacle and the priesthood, through their rites and ceremonies, through their feasts and 
festivals, as through means, the Lord God, who brought them out of the bondage of Egypt would live and 
dwell among them and be their God, and lead them into the promised land, which flowed with milk and 
honey.  

     God dwells among us still. In the fullness of time, God’s son was born of woman, born under the law to 
redeem those under the law. He brought us out of bondage to sin, death, the devil, and Hell, and He did 
this by His obedient suffering and death, his resurrection and ascension. But He is not gone. He dwells 
with us through the means of His Word and His sacraments, through the preaching and the teaching of our 
pastors, through the rites and ceremonies of our liturgy. He dwells with us in the Church through those 
means. And He is leading us to the true promised land, to the new heavens and the new earth in the new 
creation.  

     In the meantime, as God, even now, continues to call us to give to Him, let us, who have been saved 
from slavery to sin and death, the devil and hell, be so moved in our hearts as to give generously to Him so 
that the means of grace, the means of His gracious dwelling among us, would continue now and into the 
future. For just as He did then so does He do now. He presses the gifts given to Him into service for the 
benefit of all His people. He puts it to use so that we may have Him with us always, even unto the end of 
the age.

The Church as Mosaic

gold. When we bring our faces close to the mosaic, we 
can admire the beauty of each stone. But as we step 
back from it, we can see that all these little stones 
reveal to us a beautiful picture, telling a story none of 
these stones can tell by itself.  
 
That is what our life in [the church] is about. Each of us 
is like a little stone, but together we reveal the face of God to the world. 
Nobody can say: “I make God visible.” But others who see us together can 
say: “They make God visible.” [Christian] community is where humility and 
glory touch.  
 

Three in One  
Everyday objects can 
serve as simple les-
sons about biblical 
truth.

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The season of Epiphany focuses on how God was made manifest in the 
flesh of Jesus. The church spends time hearing of the miracles, the signs 
and wonders, of Jesus in the world.  
And this made plain to all that Jesus was who He said He was: He was 
the Second Person of the Holy Trinity, the only-begotten Son of the Fa-
ther, in the flesh. For “the Word became flesh and dwelt among us” (John 
1:14). 
It is revealed for all the world to see that Jesus is God in the flesh. It is 

made manifest by His words and His work, by what He said and by what He did. And these belong 
together, for “the Word became flesh and dwelt among us.”  
Jesus is the Word and will of God in the flesh, that is, He is the walking, talking, enactment of 
God’s Word. 
It is no different for us. We are called not just to believe in God in hearts, but also to trust in God in 
word and deed.  
As James wrote: “But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves” (James 
1:22), and again, “What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has faith but does not have 
works? … So also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead. … Show me your faith apart 
from your works, and I will show you my faith by my works. … For as the body apart from the spirit 
is dead, so also faith apart from works is dead” (James 2:14, 17–18, 26). 
Our faith is lived out in works for our neighbor. Our trust in the Word and will of God is lived out not 
in word only, but also in deed and in truth.  
In other words, the Epiphany of the Lord creates in us an epiphany of our faith in our works of obe-
dience to God who commanded them. By this, our faith is made manifest to the world. It is, as Lu-
ther wrote of faith: 

“Faith is a divine work in us. It changes us and makes us to be born anew of God (John 1). 
It kills the old Adam and makes altogether different people, in heart and spirit and mind and 
powers, and it brings with it the Holy Spirit. 
“Oh, it is a living, busy, active, mighty thing, this faith. And so it is impossible for it not to do 
good works incessantly. It does not ask whether there are good works to do, but before the 
question rises, it has already done them, and is always at the doing of them. 
“He who does not these works is a faithless man. He gropes and looks about after faith and 
good works and knows neither what faith is nor what good works are, though he talks and 
talks, with many words about faith and good works. 
“Faith is a living, daring confidence in God’s grace, so sure and certain that a man would 
stake his life on it a thousand times. This confidence in God’s grace and knowledge of it 
makes men glad and bold and happy in dealing with God and all His creatures. 
“And this is the work of the Holy Spirit in faith. Hence a man is ready and glad, without com-
pulsion, to do good to everyone, to serve everyone, to suffer everything, in love and praise 
to God, who has shown him this grace. 
“And thus it is impossible to separate works from faith, quite as impossible as to separate 
burning and shining from fire. Beware, therefore, of your own false notions and of the idle 
talkers, who would be wise enough to make decisions about 
faith and good works, and yet are the greatest fools.” (Preface 
to the Book of Romans) 

So, then, let our faith be active by God’s power in the Word through 
the Holy Spirit. And let then our faith be made manifest to the world 
by what this faith does: serving our neighbor — in church, in the fam-
ily, and society — with the works of faith in time, talents, and treas-
ures.
